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Although firearm violence continues to be a public health crisis in the United States, 
preliminary data from 2024 showed movements in the right direction.  The number of 
gun deaths and injuries decreased, reaching near pre-pandemic levels. The number 
of mass shootings similarly declined. And, at the same time, federal spending on gun 
violence research increased: from 2020 to 2024, upwards of $137 million was spent 
on research, compared to less than $25 million awarded in the five years before that.

While we must celebrate these successes, we also must recognize that there is still 
much more work to be done. Despite a decrease in casualties, 2024 saw nearly 
48,000 individuals killed or injured by firearms, and countless others impacted 
through broader exposure. Communities across our country continue to grapple 
with the physical, mental, and economic impacts of firearm violence in both the 
immediate and long-term after an incident. Moreover, firearms continue to be 
a leading cause of death among America’s children and teens, and gun violence 
disproportionately impacts women and communities of color.

Taken as a whole, this highlights the importance of not only research but ensuring that 
this work translates into meaningful laws and policies that are, in turn, implemented 
with fidelity. It is important, however, that ongoing research is conducted to evaluate 
the effectiveness of any implemented policy rather than merely touting its success 
because it appears to work. This is being done for promising practices like Extreme 
Risk Protection Orders (or, "red flag" laws). Continued research and evaluation will 
be needed to understand the impacts of legal decisions, such as the US Supreme 
Court’s 2024 ruling in United States v. Rahimi that upheld the constitutionality of 
firearm restraining orders (temporary removals) from convicted domestic abusers, 
on those who stand to be most affected by these decisions and how they are 
translated into practice.

This year saw growth in the Regional Gun Violence Research Consortium (RGVRC) 
through its membership but also its commitment to leading a multidisciplinary 
conversation about gun violence and how best to reduce it. We have remained 
responsive to a range of new and existing issues but also have worked to be proactive 
and anticipate where attention and research is needed. At the same time, we remain 
committed to translating science into action by making it available and accessible to 
policymakers and the public.

As this report details, we accomplished a lot in 2024 as a Consortium both related 
to the research our members are conducting and with helping to shape the policies 
that stand to come from it. As we look ahead to a new year that brings about new 
challenges, you can expect more expert insights, analysis, and engagement from the 
RGVRC.

2024: A YEAR IN GUN VIOLENCE

The Regional Gun Violence Research Consortium (RGVRC) is a coalition of gun violence researchers 
and practitioners that seeks to inform policymakers and the public by providing evidence-based, 
data-driven policy recommendations to disrupt the cycle of firearm-involved homicides, suicides, and 
injuries. Our experts join us from a range of disciplines, including public health, social welfare, public 
policy, and criminal justice.

THE CONSORTIUM APPROACHES THE STUDY OF GUN 
VIOLENCE WITH THE BELIEF THAT:

The first of its kind, the RGVRC is part of States for Gun Safety, a multi-state coalition founded following 
the mass shooting at Marjory Stoneman Douglas High School in Parkland, FL, in 2018. In response to 
Parkland, States for Gun Safety was established to create a multi-state database to supplement the 
federal National Instant Criminal Background Check System (NICS), trace and intercept guns that are 
used in crimes as well as those transported across state borders, and inform policymakers through 
interdisciplinary research and analysis.

This report summarizes the research and activities, including publications, grant funding, public and 
policy outreach, and participation in or hosting of events, of RGVRC members in 2024.

Gun violence is a public policy problem.

State and local governments are key in the fight to 
reduce firearm-involved deaths and injuries.

We need to better understand the nuances of 
state law and policymaking to effectively combat 
gun violence.

Beyond the research products 
published by the Consortium, 
its experts also have 
contributed to the growing 
body of scholarly literature on 
gun violence-related issues.

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In addition to these pieces, RGVRC experts published more than 125 books, book chapters, and 
peer-reviewed journal articles on a range of firearm-related topics. Foci of this research included 
the intersection of firearms and topics such as domestic and intimate partner violence, crime, 
law enforcement, law and policy, public opinion, and politics. It also examined different forms of 
gun victimization, including firearm homicides, suicides, and mass, school, and active shootings. 
Our scholars evaluated the impact of firearms on youth and communities, as well as considered 
the role of the healthcare and public health sectors. They also examined different facets of gun 
ownership, including purchasing and carrying, as well as the role of secure firearm storage practices 
and promising new approaches like Extreme Risk Protection Orders. These studies appeared in 
numerous journals, including the following (A full list of experts' publications appears in Appendix 
A of this report):

Assessing the Relationship 
Between Exposure to Violence 
and Perceptions of School Safety 
and Emergency Preparedness in 
the Context of Lockdown Drills

As part of a larger study on the 
effects of lockdown drills, this 
article considers the potential 
effects of students’ exposure 
to violence and its relationship 
to the impacts of emergency 
preparedness practices. Analyzing 
survey data for more than 8,500 
middle and high school students 
collected over three time points 
(i.e., baseline, after a drill, and 
after training and a second drill), 
the authors find that exposure 
to violence has a negative 
impact, decreasing participants’ 
perceived safety and emergency 
preparedness. Taking part in the 
schools’ lockdown drills, however, 
helps to offset these negative 
impacts. The authors conclude 
with considerations about how 
best to reduce exposure to 
violence and improve students’ 
safety at school.

Emergency Preparedness Drills 
for Active and Mass Shootings in 
Schools

This invited article serves as a 
primer for research on lockdown 
and active shooter drills in schools. 
The authors offer comparisons 
between these two types of 
practices related to the findings 
from studies examining the 
impacts of drills (i.e., perceived 
safety and preparedness; fear, 
risk, and avoidance) on those 
who participate in them as 
well as whether skill mastery 
can be achieved through such 
practices. The authors conclude 

by describing the limitations 
of this extant body of research 
and highlighting implications 
for key stakeholders tasked with 
preparing students and staff 
and keeping them safe during 
emergencies. 

Balancing Students’ Perceptions 
of Safety and Emergency 
Preparedness: A Quasi-
Experimental Test of Protection 
Motivation Theory as it Relates to 
Lockdown Drills

Extending their previous study, 
the authors of this article consider 
their earlier findings related to 
students’ perceived safety and 
emergency preparedness in the 
context of lockdown drills through 
the lens of Protection Motivation 
Theory. This perspective suggests 
that in order for people to 
effectively engage in protective 
action (i.e., the drills), they have 
to perceive a risk or threat of 
harm to themselves. Piloted with 
high school students, the findings 
indicate that lesser perceived 
safety as well as increased 
perceived risk of a shooting are 
correlated with greater use of self-
protective behaviors, including 
participation in lockdown drills. 
The authors point to the need for 
school stakeholders to improve 
perceptions of safety at school 
using comprehensive, evidence-
based approaches.

Understanding the Leakage that Precedes Mass Public Shootings and Its 
Utility for Prevention Efforts Through Public Awareness

This project aims to raise public awareness about the advance warning 
signs of mass public shootings, including dissemination of violent content 
by the perpetrators, to improve reporting and ultimately prevention of 
these attacks, and to improve the likelihood of individuals reporting these 
concerns. Data for the study are collected using a novel three-tier structure 
that prioritizes official records gathered from law enforcement agencies 
across the nation. The data then will be coded and analyzed to identify the 
threat environment that precedes mass shootings to include leakage (i.e., 
warning communications) and pre-attack behaviors. Findings from the 
project will be used to develop and pilot public awareness trainings as part 
of the campaign Sharing Information to Stop Mass Shootings (SISMS) for 
K-12 schools, colleges and universities, and the general public before being 
made widely available.

PUBLIC OUTREACH
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In addition to reaching members of the public, 
the RGVRC also has been active in policy 
outreach through ongoing participation 
in discussions with policymakers and 
governmental organizations across multiple 
states about issues related to gun violence, 
school and public safety, violence prevention, 
and survivor and community support after 
mass shootings.

In July, RGVRC Executive Director Schildkraut 
and member Amanda Nickerson presented 
their research on lockdown and active 
shooter drills to a committee of experts 
with the National Academies of Sciences, 
Engineering, and Medicine (NASEM). 
Sponsored by the US Department of 
Education, this committee was charged with 
conducting a consensus study on the impact 
of active shooter drills on student health 
and wellbeing and providing a report of the 
findings and recommendations stemming 
from them. A playback of Dr. Schildkraut’s 
session is available on the NASEM website. 

Following President Biden’s executive order 
released in September, which tasked the 
US Department of Homeland Security, and 
US Department of Education to develop 
and provide updated guidance on active 
shooter drills for schools, Executive Director 

Schildkraut participated in a listening 
session with representatives from these and 
other agencies and organizations, where 
she shared findings and recommendations 
on trauma-informed best practices. This 
participation following earlier meetings with 
the White House Office of Gun Violence 
Prevention, where Dr. Schildkraut presented 
her research findings with the agency’s 
deputy directors and engaged in ongoing 
conversations on the topic.

In May, Schildkraut provided an expert 
declaration in the case of Lane v. James 
(US District Court, Southern District of New 
York). This case, following the US Supreme 
Court’s decision in Bruen, challenged the 
constitutionality of New York’s ban on assault 
weapons. Writing as an expert for the New 
York Attorney General’s Office, Schildkraut’s 
declaration specifically focused on the use 
of semiautomatic assault-style rifles in mass 
public shootings, including the incidence and 
outcomes, effects of assault weapons bans, 
and public perceptions of these firearms.

As part of the RGVRC’s activities ahead of the new school year in August, the group partnered 
with the National Association of Secondary School Principals (NASSP) to host members of the 
Principal Recovery Network. This group, formed by school administrators who experienced a 
mass shooting on their campus, now serves to support other communities experiencing similar 
tragedies. Panelists Michael Bennett (Columbia High School shooting, 2004), Michelle Kefford 
(Marjory Stoneman Douglas High School, 2018), and Michael Sedlak (Chardon High School, 
2012) joined RGVRC executive director Jaclyn Schildkraut and NASSP senior manager of state 
engagement and outreach Greg Waples to discuss their respective tragedies, the lessons they 
have learned, and how school administrations can best prepare and respond to the unthinkable.

Wrapping up the RGVRC webinars for 2024 was a panel discussing Black men with firearm-
acquired disabilities. Organized by Consortium member Nazsa Baker, who also served as a 
panelist for the conversation, the webinar welcomed Christopher St. Vil and Hashim Garrett to 
discuss how gun violence impacts negotiate their manhood/masculinities in the face of their 
physical challenges. The webinar highlights the lived experiences of Black men with firearm-
acquired disabilities and why there is a need for more work in this research space. The full 
webinar is available on the Rockefeller Institute’s YouTube channel.

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Our Team
The RGVRC was established in 2018 following the mass shooting at Marjory Stoneman Douglas High School 
in Parkland, FL. The initial membership included 47 researchers from the coalition’s eight states and territories 
(CT, DE, MA, NJ, NY, PA, PR, and RI).

A key objective for the consortium is to continue to identify experts in gun violence-related issues and expand 
its membership. Within these eight “member states,” an additional 33 gun violence experts have joined the 
consortium in 2023.

In 2024, the RGCRC welcomed 29 new members through outreach to gun violence experts in the member 
states and through its affiliate scholar program.

Collectively, at the end of 2024, the RGVRC membership sits at 141 experts strong representing 26 states 
and the District of Columbia, as well as Australia and Belgium (not pictured).
